The protocol shall state the
reversal strategy for commonly

The transport service(s) should
be promptly notified if the
decision is made to transfer the
patient to another hospital for
definitive hemorrhage control

Laboratory testing should
be done at baseline and at
a minimum hourly until the
protocol is terminated
